and resources of the Tohone 0’'odham Nation, and to appropriate these fands for
the benefit of the nation and its members” (Constitution, Article VI, Section
1(d)X2)); and

on June 28, 1997, the Nation's voters approved Initiative No. IN-01-97, the
«“0'odham Voice on Use of Gaming Revenues” (“Initiative”), which authorizes per
capita payments to the Nation's members provided that sufficient gaming
revenues are available; and

the Ordinance for the Regulation of Gaming Activities Within the Tohono
0'odham Nation (“Gaming Ordinance”) was subsequently amended to authorize
per capita distribution payments in accordance with the Initiative (Legislative
Council Resolution No. 97-303); and

the 2020 Tohono O0'odham Nation Non-Gaming Per Capita Plan was adopted by
Legislative Council Resolution No. 20-070 to govern a one-time non-gaming
revenue per capita distribution to Eligible Members of the Tohono (’odham
Nation; and

by Resolution No. 20-291, the Legislative Council approved the Master List for the
2020 Non-Gaming Per Capita Distribution for Minor Tohono 0’odham Members
for use by Membership Services in the administration of the 2020 Non-Gaming
Per Capita Distribution; and

disbursement of the 2020 Non-Gaming Per Capita payment to each eligible minor
Tohone 0'odham member is contingent npon certification of the member’s
eligibility and compliance with the Trust Agreement of the Nation for the benefit
of minor Eligible Members, which establishes interest bearing accounts on
behalf of the recipient minor Eligible Members and outlines the administration
of and payment from these accounts (Section IIL.D.1 and IILD.2 of the 2020
Tohono 0'odham Nation Non-Gaming Per Capita Plan); and

Report for July 2023 are also listed on the applicable master minor listing
approved by Legislative Council resolution.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Tohono 0’odham Legislative Council approves the
Monthly Age 18 Report for July 2023 and authorizes Principal Trust Company to
commence payment to the non-restricted beneficiaries listed on the Monthly Age
18 Report for July 2023, subject to the additional requirements of the Trust
Agreement and written confirmation of the beneficiary’s current mailing address
and other information.

The foregoing Resolution was passed by the Tohono 0’odham Legislative Council on the 10™
day of JULY, 2023 at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote of 3,218.0 FOR;
