the Legislative Council has delegated to the legislative officers authority to 

"[a)llocate fonds, staff, and other resources for the effective operation of the 

Legislative Branch" and to "[a]pprove Legislative Branch expenditures" 

(Legislative Order No. 06-047); and 

by Legislative Order No. 13-363, the Legislative Council adopted an amended 

"Legislative Branch Travel Policy"; and 

10 WHEREAS, the Legislative Council vice chairwoman and Rules Committee drafted updated 

amendments to the Legislative Branch Travel Policy to clarify the scope of the 

policy and improve fiscal accountability; and 
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13 WHEREAS, the Legislative Council vice chairwoman and Rules Committee recommend 

adoption of the amendments to the "Legislative Branch Travel Polley" as attached 

and dated for reference August 2023. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDERED by the Tohono O'odham Legislative Council that it adopts 

the amended "Legislative Branch Travel Policy" as dated for reference August 

2023.

2023 at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote of 3.218.0 FOR; - -
AGAINST; -0- NOT VOTING: and Ul2J ABSENT, pursuant to the powers vested in the Council by 
Article V, Section .i, Article VI, Section l.(l) of the Constitution of the Tohono O'odham Nation, 
adopted by the Tohono O' odham Nation on January 18, 1986; and approved by the Acting Deputy 
Assistant Secretary- Indian Affairs (Operations) on March 6, 1986, pursuant to Section 16 of the 
Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat.984).
