WHEREAS, it has been the interest and desire of the Papago Tribe to
be a member in good standing with the N.C.A.I. and to be
represented to the Convention in the best interest of the
Papago Tribe.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Papago Council that it is in
order for endorsement for renewal of membership and Tribal
Representation to the 84th Convention of the National Con-
gress of American Indians, which is to be held in Salt Lake
City, Utah, October 18 to 22nd, 1976.

The foregoing Resolution was duly enacted by the Papago Council on

the 15th day of October, 1976, at a meeting at which a guorum was

present with a vote of 801.0 for; 0 against; 33.0 not voting; and 1

absent; pursuant to authority vested in the Papago Council by Sec-

tion 2 (a) and (c) of Article V of the Constitution and By-laws of

the Papago Tribe of Arizona ratified by the Tribe on December 12,

1936, and approved by the Secretary of the Interior on January 6,

1937, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934. Said Resd

lution is effective as of the date of its approval by the Superinten

dent of the Papago Agency and is not subject to review by the Secre-
tary of the Interior.
