Proclaiming Vivian Juan Day

WHEREAS, Vivian Juan, a member of the Papago Tribe, has consecutively
been chosen as MISS PAPAGO, MISS INDIAN ARIZONA and MISS INDIAN
AMERICA; and

WHEREAS, the Papago Council is very proud of her achievements and of
the honor her titles have brought to the Papago Tribe.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED that NOVEMBER. 11, 1982, the first day
of the 46th ANNUAL ALL INDIAN RODEQ AND FAIR, shall be known

as VIVIAN JUAN DAY throughout the Papago Reservation.

The foregoing Resolution was duly enacted by the Papago Council on the S
day of October, 1982, at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote
of /I¥§.0 for; B~ against; & not voting; and __ ( absent,
pursuant to the authority vested in the Papago Council by Section 2 (1) of
Article V of the Constitution and By-laws of the Papago Tribe of Arizona as
amended, ratified by the Papago Tribe on December 12, 1936, and approved by
the Secretary of the Interior on January 6, 1937, pursuant to Section 16 of
the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984). Said Resolution is not subject to
review by the Secretary of the Interior and is effective as of the date of
its enactment by the Papago Council.
