WHEREAS, The Papago Tribe is submitting an application for FY 1986 CDBG funds
for the Gu Vo Housing Rehabilitation Project; and
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Papago Council that:

1) The Papago Tribe will require the owners of the units that will be
repaired with CDBG funds to a standard condition to maintain the
units adequately and agree to forego any future claim on CDBG funds
to repair items of deferred maintenance. The benefiting families
will not be eligible for additional HUD construction, financing,
or rehabilitation assistance;

2) The Papago Tribe is in the process of adopting the Housing
Rehabilitation standards cited in Part 261, 24 CFR 882.109,
Housing Improvement Program.

The foregoing Resolution was duly enacted by the Papago Council on the 13th
day of February, 1986, at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote
of 1,471.0 for; 169.0 against; -0- not voting; and 1 absent, pursuant to the
author1ty vested in the Papago Council by Section 2 (a), and (d) of Article V
of the Constitution and By-Laws of the Papago Tribe of Arizona as amended,
ratified by the Papago Tribe on December 12, 1936, and approved by the
Secretary of the Interior on January 6, 1937, pursuant to Section 16 of the
Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984). Said Resolution is not subject to review

by the Secretary of the Interior and is effective as of the date of its enact-
ment by the Papago Council.
