96-001 to promote more public education and awareness; and
WHEREAS, the Tohono 0'odham Legislative Council does have this obligation to
its eonstituencies; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Tohono 0'odham people to be
included in the process of passing Legislative that will impact the
present and future of the Tohono 0'odham Nation.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Tohono 0'odham Legislative
Council that it does hereby supports the Gu Achi District Resolution
No. 0496-120 in rescinding the Juvenile Curfew Ordinance until the
0'odham people have been sufficiently informed about the Juvenile
Ordinance at Public Meetings.

The foregoing Resolution was presented to the Tohono 0'Odham Council on the
14TH. day of MARCH. 1996 at a meeting at which a quorum was present and by
a vote of 645.5 FOR; 1,088.5 AGAINST; -0- NOT VOTING; and 142.0 [09] ABSENT,
failed to pass because it did not receive a 2/3 of the votes cast as required by
Section 2 of Article V of the Constitution of the Tohono 0'odham Nation.
