WHEREAS, the Papago Council did by Res. No. 46-81 establish the

Vehicle Policy Commission to draft and enforce policies

governing use of Tribal vehicles; and

WHEREAS, the Vehicle Policy Commission has presented to the Papago

Council a revision of the Vehicle Policies for adoption.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Papago Council does hereby

adopt the revised Vehicle Policies of the Papago Tribe,

a copy of which is attached, and does hereby empower the

Vehicle Policy Commission with it enforcement thereof.

The foregoing Resolution was duly enacted by the Papago Council on the _ 9th
day of May, 1983, at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote of
946.0 for; 27.0 against; 175.0 not voting; and 2 absent,
pursuant to the authority vested in the Papago Council by Section 2 (e) and (f)
of Article ¥ of the Constitution and By-Laws of the Papago Tribe of Arizona as
amended, ratified by the Papago Tribe on December 13, 1936, anq approved by the
Secretary of the Interior on January 6, 1937, pursuant to Section 16 of the Act
of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984). Said Resolution is not subject to review by

the Secretary of the Interior and is effective as of the date of its enactment
by the Papago Council.
