Establishing a 10% Bonus Budget for Council Members

RES. NO. 95-83

WHEREAS, the Papago Council has worked diligently and without increase
in earned per diems for a number of years, and the Council

betieves that it should receive a bonus similar to that recently
approved for tribal employees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Papago Council that Council
representatives or their alternates receive a 10% bonus based
on the per diem payments they respectively received in fiscal
year 1982, and that payment of such bonus be made either from
the Council or Emergency budget of the Papago Tribe.

The foregoing Resolution was duly enacted by the Papago Council on the 6th
day of June, 1983, at a meeting at which a quorum was present with a vote of
1047.5 for; 222.0 against; 170.5 not voting; and 0 absent,
pursuant to the authority vested in the Papago Council by Section 3 (a) and
(h) of Article V of the Constitution and By-taws of the Papago Tribe of
Arizona as amended, ratified by the Papago Tribe on December 12, 1936, and
approved by the Secretary of the Interior on January 6, 1937, pursuant to
Section 16 of the Act of June 18, 1934 (48 Stat. 984). Said Resolution is
effective as of the date of its approval by the Superintendent of the Papago
Agency and is subject to review by the Secretary of the Interior.
